2015 Development Grants

2015 Guidelines



Eligibility
Each FAWCO Member Club in good standing* may nominate up to two (2) projects for a 2015 Development Grant.

FAUSA may submit up to two (2) nominations for a 2015 Development Grant.

1. A project that was previously nominated, but did NOT receive a Development Grant, may be nominated again the following year.  However, a new nominating application must be completed.

2. A project that has been a recipient of a Development Grant may NOT be nominated for at least three years. For example, a 2013 recipient may not be submitted again until 2016.

3. For a project to be eligible for nomination, a FAWCO Club (not just one member’s individual support of a project) must have been involved with the project for a minimum of one year.  This support must be in the form of direct financial contributions, physical contributions (i.e. clothing/food/book drives, etc…) or on-the-ground volunteers’ support of the project or program.

Application Procedure
The 2015 Development Grants Nomination Form and all Instructions are available online at www.fawcofoundation.org/grants
1. Download and complete the nomination form.  
Please note: the completed document copy must be signed by the club president. 
2. Scan the signed nomination form and send via e-mail to the Development Grant Administrator at grants@fawcofoundation.org.   
3. Photos and brochures may accompany the form, but are not obligatory and will not appear on the ballot. Keep a printed copy for your club’s records. 

4. Submit the nomination form by January 16, 2015. You will receive a confirmation message indicating that the form has been received. 
5. The FAWCO Rep of the nominating club shall be the principal communicating liaison with the Development Grant Administrator. 
6. This document cannot be sent in PDF format.  
Selection and Balloting
1. The Development Grants Administrator, along with her committee, will review the nomination and may consult with the nominating club regarding a possible change in grant category selection.  The Administrator along with The FAWCO Foundation board will have final authority over the grant category for each proposal. 
2. The Application Review Committee will examine each nomination to ensure that it is complete and correct. In the event that the review committee finds any discrepancies in the information contained in the nomination, the FAWCO Rep (as stated on the nomination form) will be contacted for verification of facts. 

3. All approved nominated projects will be included on the ballot along with the project summary for each proposal.  Be advised that if you go over the requested summary word total (200-250), the Development Grant Administrator has final authority to edit the ballot text.

4. Ballots will be posted online and voting will begin for the 2015 Development Grant projects in February.  Ballots may also be submitted during the FAWCO Conference in Rome.  The deadline for submitting ballots is noon, GMT, March 14, 2015.

5. The Development Grant recipients will be announced at the FAWCO Conference in Rome, in March 2015.  Any club having made a nomination but not in attendance at the conference will receive written notification thereafter informing them of the result of the vote.  Recipients of the 2015 Development Grants will be posted on The FAWCO Foundation website in a timely manner. 
* “In good standing” implies that the member club has paid, in full, its FAWCO dues.
DISQUALIFICATION may occur:

· If the nomination form is incomplete.

· If the nomination form is submitted after the specified deadline.

· If the project has been awarded within the previous three years. 

· If the project does not meet club criteria requirements listed above. 
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
