As the philanthropic heart of FAWCO, we support FAWCO’s philanthropic goals by developing, administering and fundraising for programs that improve the lives of women and children worldwide. Our core programs are:

Education Awards

Created by and for FAWCO clubs, the Awards Program recognizes and honors the academic excellence and all-around achievement of FAWCO and FAUSA members and their children. The Foundation Awards Program is open to all FAWCO and FAUSA members and their children regardless of nationality.

 

Development Grants

The FAWCO Foundation Development Grant Fund is a dynamic program which financially assists projects that are championed by FAWCO Member Organizations. The grant categories are aligned with the UN Sustainable Development Goals and FAWCO’s four areas of focus. Each year, any FAWCO Member Club may nominate up to two projects that the club has been supporting. Our grants can make an immediate impact on the recipient projects and lead to their long-term success.
The FAWCO Target Program

FAWCO’s Target Program is a three-year program to educate, raise awareness and fundraise for a global issue that supports the achievement of the UN Sustainable Development Goals. The 2016-2019 Target Program is underway now, as we educate and raise awareness about the Target Issue: Education - Empowering Women and Girls Through Knowledge and Skills. The announcement of the Target Project, selected by FAWCO members, will take place at the 2017 FAWCO Conference in Mumbai. At the same time, The Foundation will be launching our fundraising campaign for Target and, for the next two years, we will support FAWCO-wide efforts to raise funds for the chosen education-focused project.
In 2017 we will be awarding $73,500 in grants and awards. We have seven Development Grants including a new grant in the area of nutrition. We are offering a total of ten Education Awards - five for the children of FAWCO members, one Dual Cultural award open to children and grandchildren of FAWCO members, and four Education Awards for FAWCO members themselves, including one to support the study of education. Please look into applying for a Development Grant to support your Club’s projects and encourage your members to apply for the Education Awards. All the details are on the website under “Our Programs.”
How do we fund these programs? 

In addition to generous contributions from members and Member Clubs, The FAWCO Foundation’s main source of income is Foundation Night, held at the annual FAWCO Conferences. In addition to the silent and live auctions, we also raffle the beautiful FAWCO Friendship Quilt. Raffle tickets are available online now so you can sell them to your club members, family and friends. Participants need not be present to win. We also need your donations of silent and live auction items to help make this evening a success. The theme of the 2017 Foundation Night is “A Heart of Gold, 50 Years of Giving” and we will be celebrating the 50th anniversary of The Foundation. The guideline for our silent auction is “small and precious” to encourage donation of items that are easy to carry and delightful to win. What can your club donate?
