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Fundraising Ideas that work

Where the money can go:
· Sponsor a Development Grant your club feels passionate about

· Raise money to support your FAWCO Rep or another club member’s FAWCO conference fees 

· Co-sponsor a Development Grant with another club in your region, this helps motivate both clubs to feel like they are BOTH giving back and also sharing the burden of raising funds without all of the financial obligations

· FAWCO General Fund, split the money raised from your bazaar or raffle: 50% goes to a local charity and 50% goes to FAWCO

· Help support the Target Program or NEEED Scholarship

Proven Fundraising Ideas
· Auction off a Conference “Goodie bag” at one of your general meetings
· Handbag Auction (see fundraising tips #1 for more details)
· Raffles
· Gastronomic Bingo – make baskets with these items in it: olives, oil, vinegar, jams, crackers
· Dinner Hosting or Themed Dinner Parties – charge guests and make the dinner an evening of eating and giving to charity. The hostess pays for the meal and all of the profits go directly to charity
· Progressive Brunch, Lunch or Dinners
· Art Exhibition or Auction
· Mini-bazaar, smaller scale and manageable (this way you can do it twice a year)
· Second hand (good quality) vintage “tag sale” – a once a year event (spring cleaning), donate unsold items to a local shelter
· Gala Cocktail Party
· High tea
· Auctions/bazaars
· Swim-a-thon
· Allocate Budget – allocate a certain percentage of your clubs budget to FAWCO each year
· Bridge-a-rama tournaments
· Bingo Night, Bunco or Pitch Tournaments
· Published Book of artwork by your clubs children or make calendars 
· Cook-off’ – the winner gets half the proceeds and open it up to the community
· Publish English Translations to your host country’s language for cooking, kids, or schools. Sell them to schools or relocation companies
· Cookbooks
· Fashion show - ask local stores for a donation, it’s a win–win, as they get free advertising 
· Pub Crawl-quiz
· Silent Auction – deals and services, gifts in kind, vacation homes
· Talent Auction- offer specialties your club members can offer and auction them off:  the Texans can make a “tex-mex dinner party” or dog walkers, cat sitters, vacation swap homes, translations, English Tutor, cooking lesson, tennis lesson, hiking tour, make a local cuisine, babysitting, making sushi, piano lessons….
· Musical Evening- it’s a members talent show, sell tickets and open it up to the community, host it in a gallery or church venue
· Wine Tasting- host it in the evening allowing guests and spouses; cover the bottle and have a blind tasting, after auction off other bottles. Even better when you pair them with cheeses and chocolates
· 144 Envelopes – raise 10,000 quickly (see fundraising tip #6 for more details)
